Work included wallpaper design and print,
furniture, stained glass windows, tiles and tapestries.

He was married to Jane Burden in 1859. Soon after they
were married, they began work on the Red House in
Bexleyheath. Together, they designed all the interior and
decoration themselves

He trained as an architect at Oxford university

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Georges Seurat was born in 1859 in Paris, France.

He developed the technique of Pointillism. This is a style
that describes the way in which paint is put on canvas as
tiny dots put together, causing the human eye to blend
the colours together as an image when seen from a
distance. He used the science of optics in this new style.

In 1888 he painted one of his most famous paintings
called Bathers in Asnieres which shows bathers relaxing
by the River Seine. Initially, it was rejected from the
official French art exhibition, so he set up a group with
some of his artist friends called Societe des Artistes
Independants.

In 1884 Seurat began work on a 6.10x10.1ft painting
called Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande
Jatte. It took him two years to complete and he kept it a
secret from everyone. He would go to the riverbank each
morning to make sketches and return to his studio in the
afternoon to continue painting the pointillist masterpiece.
